Let's 

not forget that is was harsh rebuke and 

accusation of murder which led 3000 

people to repent and be baptized into 

the very savior they crucified on a cross 

(Acts 2:36-41).  We must stand against 

sin to stand with the Lord.

 Many people in today's world place 

judgment on people who defend the 

word of God and accuse the righteous as 

behaving wrong and intolerant.  They will 

quote a portion of Matthew 7 which 

says, "Judge not" and ignore that Mat-

thew 7 is teaching against the hypocrisy 

of judging while behaving in the same way 

as the sinner. It says that we must "see 

clearly to remove the speck from your 

brother's eye." This statement is address-

ing the hypocrisy of men. It is not con-

demning the need to judge.  To clarify, 

the Lord expressly says in John 7:24 that 

we "do not judge according to appear-

ance, but judge with righteous judgment."
