Nurture 

 

Ephesians 6:4: "Fathers, do not 

provoke your children to anger, but 

bring them up in the discipline and 

instruction of the Lord." 

 

Do Not Provoke 

 

Colossians 3:21: “Fathers, do not 

provoke your children, lest they be- 

come discouraged.” 

 

Instruct 

 

Proverbs 1:8: "Hear, my son, your 

father's instruction, and forsake not 

your mother's teaching." 

 

Teach God’s Word 

 

Psalm 78:5: “For he established a 

testimony in Jacob, and appointed a 

law in Israel, which he commanded 

What Good Fathers Do 

our fathers, that they should make 

them known to their children.”

Psalm 103:13: "As a father has com-

passion on his children, so the Lord has 

compassion on those who fear him."

1 Thessalonians 2:11: “as ye know 

How we dealt with each one of you, as 

as a father with his own children, 

exhorting you, and encouraging you, 

and testifying.”

Hebrews 12:5, 7, 9: “And have 

you completely forgotten this word 

of encouragement that addresses 

you as a father addresses his son? It 

says, “My son, do not make light of 

the Lord’s discipline, and do not 

lose heart when he rebukes you … 

endure hardship as discipline; God 

is treating you as sons. For what 

son is not disciplined by his father? 

… Furthermore, we had 

the fathers of our flesh to chasten 

us, and we gave them reverence: 

shall we not much rather be in sub-

jection unto the Father of spirits, 

and live?”

Proverbs 19:14: “Houses and 

riches are an inheritance from fa-

thers, but a prudent wife is from 

Jehovah.”
